It you want to be ouistanding
at school or in any other arca
of lile, vou could do worse
than take note of the advice
served up tostudentsat a lead-
ership training seminar.

David Cheung Shek-ho, di-
rector ol the Iastitute for Ex-
ccutive Development. told
them 1t was important to gain
as much knowlcdge as they
could.

Knowledge, he said. did
not just come from school
work and books, but also [rom
experience.

Mr Cheungsaid just having,
knowledge was no good unless
vou used il.

said.

And vou should never be
afraid to ask questions. Each
time you ask a guestion and
get an answer, you add to your
knowledge.

Also. don’t be afraid to try.
Il you don’t. you will never
know which decision is right
and which is wrong. he said.

Trying builds up experi-
ence and experience is knowi-
cdge.

That is how one becomes
an outstanding person, Mr
Cheung said.

And eventually you could
be an outstanding leader, stu-
dents were told.

M1 Cheung suggests an ex-
periment. Ask a group ol peo-
ple 1o follow what you tell
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them to do. Say: “One, two,
three. clap vour hands.”
Then try clapping vour
hands but do not say “clap
your hands”, The chances are
the group will follow you and
clap their hands too, although
you had not told them to. This
shows how people tend to fol-

low actions rather than words.

He told the seminar that
leaders should have a positive
attitude towards others. Rath-
er than envy others’ success.
you should feel happy for
them, and bless them.

Thirdly, you must be sin-
cere. Sincerily is a very attrac-
tive quality, he said.

Listen closely to what other
pcople say. This will immedi-
ately improve your inter-per-
sonal relationshins.
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Mr Cheung also had some
advice on improving English.
another area important to
Hong Kong students.

He said Chinese should try
and think - net jusi speak - in
English.

Choose a topic and try to
have a discussion inside your
own head about it, he said.

The seminar was organised
by Hong Kong Students’ Asso-
ciation. More than 100 stu-
dents were present, and most
said they agreed with what Mr
Cheung said.
