pupils a chance to

soak up some Chi-
nese culture.

More than 100 students
rom the Hong Kong Out-
standing Students’ Associa-
tion attended the camp,
which encouraged members
to get to know one another
better.

Discussions at the event,
which had the theme: one day
one way - being Chinese 1n the
next millennium. focused on
changes in Hong Kong since
the handover.

They also examined the re-
gion’s refationship with the
mainland.

The administrative officer
of the association, Dora Choi
Toi-ling of Sacred Heart

Canossian College, said lecal
voungsters needed to know
more about their Chinese roots
and the history of their forefa-
thers.

“We are one nation, so we
should uphold a sense of be-
longing to our country,” Toi-
ling said.

Speakers at the camp, held
at Wu Kai Sha Youth Village in
Ma On Shan, included experts
on Chinese culture.

One of the guests was Ron-
ald Fung, a writer who has
studied Chinese history and lit-
erature. Mr Fung spoke "about
the floods devastating the
Yangtze River region.

He said floods had been a
problem for centuries, but the
people of China had always sur-
vived any catastrophe.

“The Chinese have their

own ways of remedying the
river's destruction and will
continue to survive.

“They have a clear under-
standing of the temper of the
waters,” he said. Mr Fung also
spoke of the disparity between
Hong Kong and mainfand stu-
dents.

He said the present genera-
tion was lucky but it took edu-
cation for granted, “There are
some on the mainland who are
not so fucky and who are too
poor to attend school. We are
all Chinese, so this is absurd,”
